SCIENCE UPDATE FROM MRS CUFF

Hayeswood and Colehill are currently taking part in a STEM Enthuse project to
help raise the profile of Science. This is for the teaching staff and pupils. Mrs
Cuff leads this and attends half termly meetings where she meets all of the
Science leads in the Trust to discuss the progress of the project and our next
steps. We've recently delivered training to all staff on Working Scientifically
which was a hands-on workshop in the October inset day. Staff then had the
opportunity to implement these investigations into their planning. The next
steps for the project is to look into having ambassadors in to discuss their job
role and how it links to Science to show to the children that Science goes
beyond being a Scientist! We also have the national Science Week in March
2024 which is being planned as we speak! The HSA has kindly offered to fund
an exciting opportunity for all of our children so keep your eyes peeled for
more news closer to the time!
